Overview of Learning for Summer 2  2018     
        Squirrels
Please note that children in both year groups will be encouraged to learn by following their interests, rather than through planned topics, with adults supporting their developing skills and challenging children to achieve planned learning objectives through a combination of adult-led, adult supported and child initiated activities. Older squirrels will be working on the National curriculum expectations for year 1.
	Starting points for learning
This half term the children will learn that Cyril (our class mascot) is keen to continue exploring the natural world outside, looking in particular at the seaside and under the sea. We will learn about shellfish, sea creatures and sea plants and we will learn about the continents and oceans of the world. 

	English

 Our text ‘The Storm Whale’ by Benji Davies will focus on the value of friendship, the importance of learning lessons for life from our experiences and conservation issues. The children will be writing stories with valuable messages for the school library.
	Science
We will be taking some summer strolls to observe seasonal changes and we will be learning about marine animals and plants.


	Maths

We will continue to develop a thorough understanding of number recognition, place value, addition and subtraction and multiplication as well as exploring shape and measurement and the passing of time helping the children to become increasingly confident when faced with mathematical problems and puzzles and  to be able to explain their reasoning.

	Music 
We will use percussion instruments and singing to support the themes in our learning. We will continue to follow and use simple annotation to perform music and to record what we hear when listening to the music of composers.

	Geography/History
The children will learn about the oceans and continents of the world and they will find out about the work of divers and undersea explorers.
	Art / DT
The children will be using fabric and natural materials to create and design their responses to the themes we will be exploring. Each child will be encouraged to use appropriate tools and materials for the task with regard to safety and not being wasteful at all times.

	Computing
We will support the children’s ability to use technology in all areas of learning.
	PE / Games

In PE we will focus on team games. 
We will also be working with the sports coaches to practise a range of sporting skills.

	PSHE
We will work on the theme of Living in the wider world-caring for the environment.
