Overview of Learning for Summer 1  2018
Squirrels
Please note that children in both year groups will be encouraged to learn by following their interests, rather than through planned topics, with adults supporting their developing skills and challenging children to achieve planned learning objectives through a combination of adult-led, adult supported and child initiated activities. Older squirrels will be working on the National curriculum expectations for year 1.
	Starting points for learning
This half term the children will learn that Cyril (our class mascot) is keen to explore the natural world outside, looking in particular into the sky and under the ground. We will explore the growth of plants including the growth of plants for food, we will learn about garden bugs and we will explore creatures that fly as we learn about late Spring changes in nature.

	English

 Our text ‘Yucky Worms’ by Vivian French  will focus on the positive attributes of worms and we will be writing a picture book to persuade children that worms are not “yucky”. Children will also enjoy writing stories in the style of ‘I don’t like snakes’ by Nicola Davies.
	Science
We will be exploring seasonal changes through our senses as we go on ‘welly walks’ within the school grounds and in the local area. The children will be learning about plants and they will be able to label the parts of a flower or tree. They will be encouraged to recognise, describe and name common flowers and trees.


	Maths

We will continue to develop a thorough understanding of number recognition, place value, addition and subtraction and multiplication as well as exploring shape and measurement and the passing of time helping the children to become increasingly confident when faced with mathematical problems and puzzles and  to be able to explain their reasoning.

	Music 
We will use percussion instruments and singing to support the themes in our learning. We will continue to follow and use simple annotation to perform music and to record what we hear when listening to the music of composers.

	Geography/History
The children will learn how to use and draw maps to show the location of plants and trees in our local area and the geographical features in the UK. We will explore old photographs to discover how the local area has changed over time and the impact this has had on the natural world. We will find out about the work of David Bellamy amongst others as a conservationist and clean up campaigner.
	Art / DT
The children will continue to look closely at nature to make observational drawings and accurate representations of what they see developing their use of paint to mix suitable colours and shades. They will be encouraged to construct with natural and scrap materials.
The children will take part in cooking activities using vegetables.

	Computing
We will support the children’s ability to use technology in all areas of learning.
	PE / Games

In PE we will focus on keeping fit and aerobic exercise through skipping. 
We will also be working with the sports coaches to practise a range of sporting skills.

	PSHE
We will work on the theme of Living in the wider world-rules, rights and responsibilities.  
The learning value we will focus on is Open mindedness.

We will explore the concept of ‘Special’ exploring the theme of special clothes.
