                         ‘Was the sinking of the Titanic a triumph or tragedy?’
	Overview of Our Topic

 This half term, Hedgehogs will continue to learn more about the sinking of the Titanic and how engineering changed in the shipping industry because of this. We will finish our learning with a debate by answering the topic question and discussing if we feel the sinking of the Titanic was just a tragic disaster or if it improved the safety of passengers and construction of ships today.

	Vocabulary.  These are words that we will be using in our learning.  To help the children learn these new words, please have some fun using the words at home in different contexts.

	English
In English lessons, we will explore different texts and produce a variety of outcomes such as writing information texts to inform, descriptions to entertain and stories to explore the theme of friendship. 
	Science
In our science lessons, we will finish off our light investigations before moving on to explore forces and magnets. In our mini project, Hedgehogs will use a range of magnets and test which materials are magnetic.   

	Maths
During the first half term, we will continue to secure our knowledge of two and three digit numbers, addition and subtraction skills through measurement. We will also begin our next learning journey to multiply and divide using a variety of strategies. 
	Music 

In our weekly music lessons, Hedgehogs will discuss what Christmas songs we know and learn the definition of specific vocabulary such as tempo, dynamics and pulse. We will listen and perform music using a variety of instruments. 

	Geography
In our topic lessons, we will explore how Southampton has changed over time by looking at human and physical features. Hedgehogs will also explore our local area to collect information. 
	Art & DT
On our art and DT day Hedgehogs will have great fun making and decorating Titanic iced biscuits! For art, we will learn about artists that create optical illusion art such as Bridget Riley. We will then create our own! 

	Computing
In computing lessons, Year Two’s will learn about cyberbullying and create an e-poster explaining what it is. Year Three’s will learn about how to use emails safely before being given their own email addresses.

For outdoor lessons, Hedgehogs will develop their skills in football. In indoor sessions, we will learn about healthy lifestyles needed to keep ourselves fit and healthy.
